University women (N = 68) first completed measures
of body appreciation and media protective strategies.
During a subsequent session, participants viewed 11
thin-ideal advertisements. Pre and post advertisement
exposure body dissatisfaction was measured, followed by
state assessments of self-objectification, appearance
comparison and media protective strategies.

Results showed that body appreciation predicted change
in body dissatisfaction. Specifically, participants with low
body appreciation reported increased body dissatisfaction
after exposure, whereas participants with high body appre-
ciation did not experience an increase. Neither state self-
objectification nor state appearance comparison accounted
for body appreciation’s protective effect against thin-ideal
induced body dissatisfaction. Trait and state media protec-
tive strategies were also found to be positively related with
body appreciation.

The results indicate that body appreciation is able to
some extent shield young women against body dissatisfac-
tion resulting from acute exposure to thin-ideal media.
The findings have practical implications for interventions
aimed at body dissatisfaction and disordered eating.
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
